The Class 3A
state finals will be played on December 4th at 7:00 p.m., Class
4A on December 5th at 7:30 p.m., Class 1A and 2A will play on
December 6th at 3:30 and 7:00 p.m.

Schools are reminded to report scores, regardless if you are
home or away, as soon as possible at the end of each contest.

FFaallll  SSAATT  DDaattee  CChhaannggee
After more than 30 years of scheduling the November Scholas-
tic Aptitude Test (SAT) on the first Saturday of the month, the
College Board has changed the 2014 testing date to the sec-
ond Saturday (11/8/14) of November.

This revision of historic test dates presents some potential con-
flicts with scheduled MPSSAA Playoffs; most notability the
Cross Country and Field Hockey State Finals and the Boys and
Girls Soccer State Semi Finals.

Coaches and administrators are strongly urged to alert poten-
tially affected athletes and their parents of the conflict and sug-
gest students consider the October 11 or December 6 fall test
dates.
