Did You Know?
• From 1971 through 1992, classifications were combined. Both a single team champion and a single individual champion were
crowned.

• In 1993, the tournament expanded into two separate classifications, 4A-3A and 2A-1A. Each crowns its own  team champion.

• Poor weather forced the 1977 tournament to be played as a one-day competition. 

• In 2002, the sniper shootings in the Washington metropolitan area caused a one week delay, a change of venue, and a one-day 
competition.

• Winston Churchill was the first team to win back-to-back championships (1987 and 1988).

• In the 1997 tournament, Brit Musser of Wootton shot a 67 first round for top male one-day score and finished with a 139 for the 
all-time two-day score.

• Webb Heintzelman, Walt Whitman, was the first boy to win 2 individual championships (1977 and 1979). No other boy has won 
more than two.  

• In 1984, the first  individual girls’ champion was crowned - Clare Dolan of Seneca Valley. Dolan held  the records for the one-day (74)
and two-day total (149) for 17 years. 

• In the 2007 tournament, senior Caroline Sweet of Eleanor Roosevelt set new records with a one-day score of 68 and a two-day score
of 140.

• Kim Cayce of Winston Churchill (1986, 1987, and 1988) and Stephanie Connelly of Northeast (2001, 2002, 2004) are the only two
females to win 3 individual titles 

• The Winston Churchill boys team established a new record of 303 for a one-day low score in 2003 while in 2007, Walt Whitman set a
new low tournament score for a two-day tournament with a score of 596.
