     Please consider taking the following steps to ensure that important information regarding concussions gets into the hands of your student-athletes and their parent/guardians:

Please identify home contests/events during the week of 9/6 – 9/11 as concussion awareness week events.   If no suitable home contests are available, schools are encouraged to use the week of 9/13 – 9/18.

The following materials should help facilitate events surrounding Concussion Awareness Week: 

· Duplicate and post the Concussion Awareness Week flyer (attached) at home contest facilities.

· Distribute Public Address Announcer script (attached) to be read at all home venues with this capability.
· Present 5”x7” refrigerator magnets to the parent/guardians of football, boys soccer, and girls soccer players (one per family) during a planned pre-game or half-time ceremony and use accompanying Public Address Announcer script designed for this presentation.

· Duplicate and distribute the “Parent Fact Sheet” (attached) to all parent/guardians attending all other home events during the Awareness week.
· Duplicate and distribute the “Student-Athlete Fact Sheet” (attached) to all of your fall student-athletes.
